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Background

During the last few years the Parliament of Georgia has introduced a
significant number of new legislative initiatives aimed at combating
widespread corruption and at implementing reforms in different sectors.
However, in the parliament’s attempts to carry out numerous changes in
a short timeframe, it has not adequately solicited public input and has
not made the Georgian people aware of the concrete benefits provided
by the new legal framework.

Information-sharing mechanisms in Georgia are slow and weak, thus
people have vague opinions about the work of the Parliament in general.
Even though parliamentary plenary sessions are broadcast live, it is very
difficult for ordinary citizens to understand how parliament works on a
practical level.
