Documents to submit 
 

☐ divorce decree and Attestation of Divorce (to whom it may concern) (both documents in 

Dzongkha), issued by the Royal Court of Justice. 
The documents have to specify, when the judgment entered into force. 

 

☐ if minor children are involved: Custody order, issued by the Royal Court of Justice 

 
 
The original documents will be submitted to the civil status authority concerned in Switzerland and must 
not be older than six months. Photocopies are not accepted. Additional documents may be required if 
necessary. 
 
 

Translation  
 
Documents that are not in a Swiss national language or in English must be translated in English. 
 
 

Legalisation 

 
All foreign civil status documents must be legalised by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Thimphu before 
being submitted to the Swiss representation.
