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PAUL KLEE (18 December 1879 – 29 June 1940) was a Swiss-German
painter.

His father was a music teacher and his mother was a singer. As a child
he learnt to play the violin and also performed at the Berne municipal
orchestra.

Until he was a teenager, he was not sure if he would be a musician or
an artist. He chose to study art but continued his connection with
music and often used colours to express his musical ideas.

Some titles of his paintings like the two below referred directly to
music.
