In data de 15 iulie 2014, Secretariatul de Stat pentru Afaceri Economice (SECO) din cadrul
Consiliului Federal Elvetian a aprobat proiectul ,Modernizarea si extinderea sistemului de
iluminat public si modernizarea sistemului de iluminat in doua cladiri ale Primariei municipiului
Cluj-Napoca, folosind tehnologia LED”, depus pentru finantare in cadrul Ariei de concentrare 4
— imbunatatirea mediului inconjurator” a Programului de cooperare elvetiano-roman vizand
reducerea disparitatilor economice si sociale in cadrul Uniunii Europene extinse.

Valoarea totald a proiectului este de 1.888.235 CHF, din care 1.605.000 CHF contributie
elvetiana si are in vedere reabilitarea sistemului de iluminat public si in cladirile Primariei
utilizdnd tehnologia LED, in vederea cresterii eficientei energetice, a reducerii costurilor
generate de mentenanta si a reducerii emisiilor de CO2.

Proiectul "Management modern si eficient al iluminatului public din municipiul Suceava" a fost
aprobat de Secretariatul de Stat pentru Afaceri Economice (SECO) in 11 iunie 2014 si
urmareste modernizarea infrastructurii de iluminat public in municipiul Suceava prin inlocuirea
unui numar de 3816 corpuri de iluminat (pe baza de vapori de sodiu Si mercur) cu noi corpuri
de iluminat moderne, avand sursd de iluminat LED si introducerea unui sistem de
telemanagement in vederea optimizarii modului de functionare a iluminatului stradal.

Cel de-al doilea proiect depus pentru finantare de municipalitatea Suceava este
"Electromobilitate Suceava — vehicule electrice pentru o municipalitate verde", care a fost
aprobat de partenerii elvetieni in 15 iulie 2014. Prin acest proiect se urmareste cresterea
numarului de vehicule electrice in cadrul parcului auto al municipiului Suceava (15 vehicule), a
numarului de biciclete electrice (10 biciclete) si crearea infrastructurii de incarcare aferente
acestora (28 de puncte de incarcare) in vederea reducerii consumului de combustibil si
emisiilor de CO2.

The researchers greatly value the
the preliminary findings scientific cooperation, emphasising

in particular the complementary
approach that enable them to benefit from the specific strengths of their partners. The
programme offers young researchers from Switzerland and Romania a perfect opportunity to
gain experience in international research and build networks.

The Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC) has commissioned the Swiss
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National Science Foundation (SNFF) and its partner in Romania, the Executive Agency for
Higher Education, Research, Development and Innovation (UEFISCDI) to manage a research
programme. The projects tender call in 2012 resulted in 26 projects to be implemented in
Romania. These projects concern the areas of major diseases, impacts of waste and pollutants
on environment and climate, sustainable energy, economic growth and social disparities.

The project Anti-money laundering and combating the financing
of terrorism

The implementation agreement for the project , Anti-money laundering and combating the
financing of terrorism” under the Focus Area 6 — ,Improve regulations in the financial sector
and strengthen financial markets and institutions” of the Swiss-Romanian Cooperation Program
aimed at reducing economic and social disparities within the enlarged European Union, was
signed on May 19", 2014.

The implementation agreement is the result of all the efforts made to finalize the commitment of
the Swiss contribution for the National Money Laundering Fight and Prevention Office
(NOPCML), in capacity as project beneficiary, in amount of 2.53 million CHF. The Project
Agreement was signed prior to this action, on April 22", 2014. In addition, this is aimed at
setting the rights and obligations of parties to use the funding offered through the Contribution
with a view to implementing the project activities, in line with the Project Agreement provisions.

The project implementation period is 24 months from the project agreement signing date.

Workshop on crowd control at major public and sports events

A workshop on the “European legal
framework and engagement doctrines
related to major public and sports events”
took place in Bucharest in May 2014.

The attendance of experts from
Switzerland, Great Britain, Sweden and
Romania provided a good platform for
knowledge sharing on the legal framework
regarding the organisation of public
meetings and on preventing and
combating the violence on the occasion of = = ot
sports competitions.

Case studies from Sweden, Denmark, related to major public and sports events” workshop

Great Britain and Switzerland were

analysed with a view to better manage the large public events and international sporting events
held in Romania. The workshop was organised in the frame of the project “Strengthening the
capacities of the Romanian Gendarmerie”, part of the Thematic Fund Security, which address
among others Schengen related issues and contributes to enhancing socially related security,
as well to fighting corruption and organised crime.

A press conference with the participation of the both Romanian and international experts has
closed the event.
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The Romanian-Swiss Program for SMEs

The Department for SMEs, Business Environment and Tourism in a joint effort with the CEC
Bank have organized, in the course of May 2014, the information events for the Romanian-
Swiss Program for SMEs (PREIMM) - Focus Area 5 - "Improvement of the business
environment and of SME access to financing”.

The project “A campaign contributing to changing the culture of paying or receiving bribes for
administrative services” aimed at changing the culture of paying bribes for getting or speed up
the administrative services by the MAI agents. The objective of the project has been selected
starting from the fact that paying bribes for services still affect a large portion of the public in
Romania and distort the relationship between the state and citizens.

The project, which is part of the Security Thematic Fund, started in March 2012 and ended
June 2014.

Launch of the campaign “Don’t be fooled-You could be a victim of
trafficking”

The campaign for preventing sexual exploitation “Don’t be fooled — You could be a victim of
trafficking” was launched in Bucharest on June 10", 2014. Swiss and international experts, civil
society representatives and relevant actors involved in the fight against trafficking in human
beings attended the event.
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This prevention campaign is
implemented as part of the
project “Prevention
Identification Protection (PIP)
— Addressing anti-trafficking
in Romania” in the Thematic
Fund Security. It aims at
raising awareness among the
young on the risks of sexual
exploitation and to contribute
to decreasing the trafficking in
human beings from Romania.
The campaign consists in
broadcasting video spots at
national level.

The project, carried out by the National Agency against Trafficking in Persons started in April
2012 and ends in November 2014.

Cluj-Napoca Public Lighting System Expansion Project Approval

On July 15™, 2014, the State Secretariat for Economic Affairs(SECO) within the Swiss Federal
Council approved the project called ,Modernization and expansion of the public lighting system
and modernization of the lighting system in two buildings of the Cluj Napoca City Hall, using the
LED technology” which had been submitted for financing under the Focus Area 4 -
“Environment Improvement” of the Swiss-Romanian Cooperation Program aimed at reducing
economic and social disparities within the enlarged European Union.

The total project amount is CHF 1,888,235, of which CHF 1,605,000 is the Swiss contribution
and the project purpose is to rehabilitate the public lighting system in the City Hall buildings
using the LED technology, in order to improve energy efficiency, cut maintenance costs and
reduce CO2 emissions.

Secretary of State Gyorgy Attila visits to Cluj-Napoca and Brasov
concerning the progress of projects submitted for financing

The Ministry of Public Finance, representing the National Coordination Unit, gives its full suport
for the planned projects submitted for financing under the Swiss-Romanian Cooperation
Program.

Mr. Gyorgy Attila, the Secretary of State in charge with the coordination of the SRCP visited in
July this year Cluj-Napoca and Brasov Municipalites, that are beneficiaries of the mentioned
program.

At Cluj-Napoca, three projects aim at modernization and expansion of the public lighting
system, thermal rehabilitation of pre-university units of the municipality and the replacement of
old diesel buses with electric buses.
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In Brasov, two projects pursue the refurbishment of municipal buildings and rehabilitation of the
heat transport and distribution networks in ,Tractorul” Residential Area of Brasov”.

Potential solutions to improve the efficiency of the processes were discussed and were
supported by site-visits.

In the upcoming period, Mr. Gyorgy’s plans include similar visits to Suceava and Arad, the
other 2 beneficiary municipalities selected under Objective 1 of Thematic Focus Area 4
"Environment Improvement”.

Public lighting and electro mobility projects in Suceava
Municipality

The Project called "Suceava public lighting - Modern and efficient management of the public
lighting in Suceava Municipality " was approved by the State Secretariat for Economic Affairs
(SECO) on June 11™ 2014 and the project purpose is the modernization of the public lighting
infrastructure in Suceava Municipality by replacing 3816 lighting equipment (based on sodium
and mercury vapors) with new and modern lamps, using LED light sources and the
implementation of a remote management system to optimize the functionning of the street
lighting system.

The second project submitted for financing by Suceava Municipality is called "Electromobility
Suceava — electric vehicles for the green municipality”, which was approved by the Swiss
partners on July 15™ 2014. The project aims at increasing the number of vehicles in the car
park of the Suceava municipality (15 vehicles), the number of electric bicycles (10 bicycles)
and creating the required recharging infrastructure (28 recharging points) to reduce the fuel
consumption and CO2 emissions.

Launch of the projects to improve paediatric intensive care units
as well as pre-hospital and hospital emergency care

Two projects within the Reform Fund
linked to Health Issues, namely
‘“Improving Paediatric Intensive Care
Units” and “Pre-hospital and Hospital
Emergency Services” were launched at
Floreasca Hospital, in Bucharest, on 7"
of May 2014. Secretary of State Dorel
Sandesc from the Ministry of Health,
Secretary of State Raed Arafat from the
Ministry of Internal Affairs and the
Ambassador of Switzerland to Romania,
Jean-Hubert Lebet, attended the
launching event.

Other participants included emergency
physicians and intensive care specialists
from the main Romanian medical
universities and the relevant Bucharest
hospitals, which will be the main beneficiaries of these projects.

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The two projects, amounting to 1.5 million CHF, will improve the quality of the services in two
important medical fields namely, emergency care and paediatric intensive care. They build on
the longstanding cooperation between Switzerland and Romania in improving health services
in Romania, valorise the experiences already gained and will continue to provide significant
benefits to Romanian patients.
