Yasmine Chatila graduated from the philosophic-historic Faculty of the University of Bern,
Switzerland in Islamic Studies, Languages of Western Asia, as well as English Literature.

She entered the Federal Department of Foreign Affairs (FDFA) in 1994, and received her
diplomatic training at the Swiss Development Cooperation SDC in Bern, followed by the Swiss
Embassy in Cairo.

From 1995 to 1997, she was responsible for the Middle East Desk of the Policy Planning Staff
of the Federal Department of Foreign Affairs (FDFA).

Between 1997 and 2001, she served as Spokeswoman in the FDFA. In 2000, she established
the Swiss Government Media Information Centre in Geneva, serving international Media
accredited both to the United Nations Office and to the Swiss Government.

From 2001 to 2005, she served at the Swiss Embassy in Damascus as Deputy Head of
Mission.

From 2005 to 2008, she served at the Swiss Embassy in Lisbon, again as Deputy Head of
Mission.

From 2008 to 2012, she headed the Science Diplomacy Section of the FDFA in Bern.

From 2012 to 2016, Ambassador Yasmine Chatila was Head of Mission of the Swiss Embassy
in San José, Costa Rica.

From 2017 to 2021, Ambassador Yasmine Chatila served as the Special Envoy of the Swiss
Government to the Pacific Region. At the same time, she was accredited as Swiss
Ambassador to Papua New Guinea, Vanuatu, Nauru, Kiribati and Solomon Islands. She
shared the job as Head of Mission in Canberra with her husband Ambassador Pedro Zwahlen,
who was accredited as Ambassador of Switzerland to Australia.

In December 2021, the Federal Council appointed her as Ambassador of Switzerland to the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. Pending her assumption of office in Riyadh, the FDFA entrusted her
with interim responsibilities as acting Head of Mission of the Swiss Embassy in Kuwait from
March to June 2022, followed by the position of Head a.i. of the Swiss Maritime Navigation
Office from July 2022 to December 2022.

She assumed her office as Ambassador of Switzerland to the Kingdom of Saud Arabia on 4
January 2023 and presented her letters of credence to His Royal Highness Crown Prince and
Prime Minister Mohammed bin Salman bin Abdulaziz Al Saud on 26 March 2024.

Ambassador Yasmine Chatila is married. She and her husband are parents of two adult
children who are studying in Europe.
