If you stay abroad for more than 12 months, you are obliged to register with the 
relevant Swiss representation. However, we recommend you to register for shorter 
stays as well. Your Embassy or Consulate acts as a Citizen Services Office as you 
know it from Switzerland. Your registration provides the basis for passport issues, 
transmission of civil status documents to the Swiss registers of civil status, etc.
